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3.5 Educational partnership opportunities 
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The following guidelines are intended to support YCDSB Policy 615 Educational Partnerships 
and provide a framework of accountability, transparency and fairness to guide the effective 
oversight of partnership arrangements. 
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1. Educational Partnerships shall: 

1.1 Be designed to meet the needs of all students, enhance curriculum, and support       
student achievement. 

1.2 Educational partnerships shall adhere to teachings of the Catholic faith and shall be                                                            
aligned with the Board’s supplementary learning resources, policy and procedures. 

1.3 Provide opportunities to meet shared social responsibilities toward education; 
1.4 Be based on clearly defined expectations;
